The Minnesota Department of Agriculture (MDA) receives funding from many federal sources including the U.S. Department of Agriculture, the Food and Drug
Administration, the U.S.Environmental Protection Agency, and the U.S. Department of Commerce. Some funding comes directly from the federal agency and
other federal funding is received from another state agency as part of a larger grant.

Funding received from the Environmental Protection Agency funds core activities such as pesticide enforcement, applicator certification and training, groundwater
monitoring urban initiatives, and endangered species activities. MDA matching funds are provided through special revenue funds from the Pesticide Regulatory
Account. Matching funds greatly exceed the federal requirement because the federal funds support only a small portion of the state's pesticide program and those
activities are eligible as match. Although funding levels are expected to be slightly lower over the next biennium, there will be no immediate effect on the work
performed.



The U. S. Department of Agriculture Forest Service and Animal Plant Health Inspection Service provides funding to support efforts to protect agriculture crops and
commodities and the forests from a number of plant pests and pathogens. Funds are utilized to implement survey and detection programs for pests such as
potato cyst nematode, plum pox disease, gypsy moth, emerald ash borer, and karnal bunt of wheat. Plant pest surveys serve as a basis for making decisions to
eradicate, contain, or manage plant pest threats. These surveys also serve as a basis for MDA to certify that pests do not exist in Minnesota which ensures open
access to a number of foreign markets for Minnesota commodities. The required matching funds for the gypsy moth program are provided through state General
Fund appropriation. Federal funding for gypsy moth is expected to remain stable or decline slightly. Minnesota is at the leading edge of approaching gypsy moth
and as such, the state is a high priority for management efforts by the U.S. Forest Service. Funding to support emerald ash borer detection and response efforts is
expected to have a significant reduction due to the national level of emerald ash borer funding reduction from $47 million down to $3 million. No significant
reductions are expected with funding received from the Animal Plant Health Inspection Service.

Federal funds received by the MDA Dairy and Food Inspection Division have been relatively stable with the exception of those funds related to food and feed
inspections which have increased. These funds provided by the Food and Drug Administration are for food safety projects that enable faster response to
foodborne disease outbreaks, innovative traceback and product recall processes and procedures. The purposes of these increased funds are project specific and
are not intended to supplant state resources. Federal funding for the meat and poultry inspection program provided from the USDA Food Safety and Inspection
Service (FSIS) is expected to remain stable for FY 2014 - 2015. The 100% required match is from the General Fund. FSIS does not allow fees to be charged for
this activity.

The U.S Department of Agriculture Food Safety and Inspection Service provides federal funding to the MDA Laboratory Services to analyze food matrices for
microbiological and chemical threat agents and improve laboratory capacities for surveillance and outbreak response. In addition, funds are provided to participate
on the Risk Assessment Working Group to enhance the ability to handle unknown biological contaminants and maintain one of three National Food Emergency
Response Network Training Centers that will host and conduct training. Funding received from the Food and Drug Administration funds the laboratory's analytical
capability and capacity for the analysis of food and food products in order to rapidly respond to any local or national food safety or security threat from the use of
chemical contaminants, toxins, and poisons. The laboratory receives funding from U.S. Department of Agriculture Marketing Services for the microbiological data
program to collect and analyze fresh produce items for the presence of foodborne pathogens and the pesticide data program to collect comprehensive data on
pesticide residues in food and water as close to the consumer as possible. Federal funding from the U.S. Department of Agriculture has decreased significantly
from a high of over one million dollars to just $275,000. The microbioligical data program is expected to end December 31, 2012, and the pesticide data program
is expected to end in fiscal year 2015 or 2016. Funding from the Food and Drug Administration is stable and perhaps slightly higher.

USDA Ag Marketing Services provides funding to enhance the competitiveness of specialty crops and provide support for socially disadvantaged and beginning
farmers of these crops. Funding is expected to decrease to the same funding levels of prior to FY 2012-2013. Funding provided to defray the costs of organic
certification is expected to remain stable. Currently, there are no required matching funds. The Farmers Market Nutrition Program provides funding to educate
low income, nutritionally-at-risk families about the value of fresh, locally grown produce and to increase direct sales for farmers through farmers' markets.

Although funding has decreased by approximately 12% the last biennium, future funding is expected to remain stable. Matching funds are provided by the General
Fund.

Current federal appropriation levels and continuing resolutions as well as guidance provided from our federal agencies were taken into consideration to determine
Minnesota Department of Agriculture's federal funding level for the biennial budget years 2014 and 2015. Based on informed communication with our federal
agencies, no significant change in future federal funding is expected. The effect of sequestration is unknown at this time. Potential impact of sequestration
includes reducing education outreach and technical assistance for the environmental quality incentive program, decreased efforts to protect agriculture crops,
commodities, and forests, decreased analysis of food and food products resulting in less safe food supply for the general public, and loss of financial support to the
organic and specialty crop industries.

2015 respectively. Due to the ending of large one-time funds for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) and Education Jobs, fiscal year 2013 is
significantly higher than subsequent years. Title | and Special Education funding has remained the same or shown a slight increase that is insignificant when

compared to the increased cost of providing services to eligible students. Special Education expenditures fluctuated between fiscal years 2012 and 2013 due to

some delayed spending of the federal award.

Major programs with Maintenance of Effort (MOE) include Title I, Special Education, English Language Acquisition, and Adult Basic Education (ABE). Title | and
ABE require LEAs to spend at least 90% of prior year funding from state and local efforts to avoid a prorated loss of federal funds. For Special Education, states
are subject to MOE and are required to spend the same amount of funding as the previous year in order to receive IDEA Parts B and C funds. Food & Nutritional
Services, ABE and Carl Perkins also require a state match for the state to receive federal funds.

MDE estimates that about $500M dollars in federal funds will be impacted by sequestration. This amounts to about 23 federal programs. Depending on which
programs outside of education are included the impact could be anywhere between an 8.4% to 15% reduction. The reductions would be significant not only to
districts but also MDE. Sixty percent of MDE staff is funded through federal funds. Layoff would be inevitable. The amount of indirect funds the agency can use
for internal operations (local grant awards, accounts payable and receivable and other operating costs) would also be significantly impacted.

Narrative:

DEED receives funding from a variety of federal agencies including the Departments of Labor, Education, and Housing and Urban Development, Social Security
Administration, Environmental Protection Agency, and Small Business Administration. Federal funds represent a significant portion of DEED's budget, consisting
of over 70% of expenditures. For planning purposes, it is assumed that federal award amounts for ongoing programs will remain constant over the biennium. If
federal sequestration were to occur, DEED would expect to see at least an 8% reduction across the board. This would result in a significant disruption in services
throughout the agency. The Basic Support program requires a 21.3% match and the Independent Living programs require a 10% match. The Small Business
Development Center program requires a 50% match. The state contributes approximately $500,000 towards the match, with the remainder provided by the
grantees. The Small Cities Community Development Block Grant program requires a 50% match for adminstrative funds, after the first $100,000 is paid. The
Brownfields program requires a 22% match, which is provided by the loan recipients. The Blandin grant requires a 20% match.

Narrative:

The Division of Energy Resources (DER) receives federal grants for three programs:
1 Low Income Heating Assistance Program (EAP), Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP), and the State Energy Program (SEP).
1 EAP provides energy assistance to low-income households.
1 WAP enables income-qualified households to permanently reduce their energy bill by helping to make their homes more energy efficient while protecting
the health and safety of family members.
1 SEP promotes energy conservation, energy efficiency and renewable energy to all Minnesotans.

Historically, the federal funding in DER has accounted for 70-80% of the overall Department of Commerce budget with EAP being the single largest program.
Funding for EAP has declined over the last few years from a high of $164M a few years ago. WAP received a large amount of ARRA funding and those funds
have largely been expended. The program is currently funded by a continuing resolution at the federal level and current funding is much lower than the pre-ARRA
funding level of $8-12M annually. Funding levels for SEP have remained relatively stable at the federal level however the program can be impacted by the US
Department of Energy decisions on how much is allocated via formula and how much is set aside for competitive grants.

Federal sequestration could impact all three of the DER programs to varying degrees. EAP could see a reduction of up to $10M, WAP 6-8% of the final allocation
and SEP up to $55K. Any funding reductions would result in less program dollars delivered to households.

Additional funds are received in the Insurance Division for the Rate Review grant under the federal Affordable Care Act and are used to improve the process of
approving or disapproving the rates for all medical insurance. The funds are uses to make information available to the public, check rate filing reviews for
accuracy, investigate best practices in other states, and introduce efficiencies into the process. The state is required to comply with maintenance of effort for its
previous rate review activities. The funds are available through September, 2014.

2013. The Federal Funds Summary Table below lists anticipated revenues for incoming federal funds, their use (including statewide outcomes), and whether funds
are new and require a state match and/or maintenance of effort. Federal funds include continuing programs, funds based on funding formulas, competitive grants,
and project grants.

Federal Fund accounts include:

1. Incoming federal grant or federal cooperative agreement revenue deposited directly to a federal (3000 fund) account.
2. 2. Federal grant or cooperative agreement revenue passed through another state agency to the DNR. If the federal funds are passed through another
state agency that other state agency has also included this amount in their budget.

Outgoing grants funded from federal dollars are estimated throughout the spending period of the grant, rather than estimated in the first year of the grant award.
Estimates are based on the best federal funding information available at the time this report is prepared. Most new federal awards that impact state fiscal
years 2014-2015 have not yet been confirmed. Therefore, we used historical trend information from recent years to estimate future revenues, as well as any
knowledge of changing funding levels or trends that may impact future awards.

Specifc funding level changes or trends by division include:

1 Enforcement: 2 Department of Justice Grants Ended - Underage Alcohol Prevention and Bulletproof Vests.
1 Fish and Wildlife: USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service Wildlife Grant Ended, Interior Fish and Wildlife Service Multistate Conservation and
Wolf Depredation Grant Programs ended.

Narrative:

Federal funding provides the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) with financial resources to carry out activities that are essential to our mission to protect
and improve the environment and enhance our quality of life. The majority of federal funding received by the MPCA is directly from the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA). In the FY2012-2013 biennium, the MPCA received $50 million in the form of grants or cooperative agreements. Federal revenues

account for approximately 13% of the MPCA's budget in the FY2012 -2013 biennium and are projected at12% in the FY2014-2015 biennium

Most federal funds are noncompetitive and received for program activities where the MPCA is delegated by EPA to perform work at the state level. Individual
awards are received under program media areas including Air, Water, Land and Environmental Assistance/Cross-Media (EACM). New funding under the Great
Lakes Program began in FY2011. The MPCA has also received competitive funding for several new projects. The amount of competitive funding is not a
significant percentage of the federal total. Additional federal funding resources which are in alignment with goals and objectives in the Strategic Plan will continue

to be pursued.




The MPCA's largest federal award is the Performance Partnership Grant (PPG). The PPG is located in the EACM program, but functionally combines under one
"umbrella" award continuing environmental programs and some competitive grants that if received individually would appear in all four budget programs. Receiving
awards by this method reduces federal administrative and reporting burdens and provides flexibility in managing resources to meet goals and objectives across the
entire agency.

While in state FY2011 and 2012, some federal funds were rescinded after awards were made, future reduction amounts cannot be accurately predicted at this

time. The EPAG6s federal FY2013 budget has not been fi nal i z asdand Sedatetvdryewiddly. Inf er e
addition, the effects of sequestration on individual federal programs are not known. If sequestration does occur, the federal Office of Management and Budget

(OMB) estimates its impact as an 8.2% overall reduction for federal programs. However, it is not known whether that reduction will be applied equally over all

programs or if OMB and/or federal agencies will apply the funding cuts on a program-by-program basis.

include the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the Department of Health and Human Services, the Department of Homeland Security and the
Environmental Protection Agency. Federal funding is critical to helping the department achieve its mission. It enables the department to provide nutrition services
and products to an average of 131,000 women and young children each month through the Women, Infants and Children program. Federal funding from the Safe
Drinking Water Program helped to fund over 22,000 tests on community water system to ensure that Minnesotans have safe drinking water. Funding through the
Cancer Prevention and Control program helps support cancer screening services for low-income, at-risk populations.

Federal funding to MDH has declined in recent years and Congress is considering further cuts that would greatly impact MDH. Examples of MDH programs
impacted or potentially impacted by federal funding cuts include:
T $1.7 million to ensure that the health care system has hhe capacity to r
1 $1.875 million for the Preventive Block Grant that is used to address public health needs throughout the state. Activities that have been funded through
the PBG include services for victims of sexual assault, suicide prevention and minority and multi-cultural health.
1 $600,000 for addressing lead exposure for young children.

The impact of sequestration required under the Budget Control Act of 2011, could have significant consequences for public health programs in the state. A report
from the Association of State and Territorial Health Officials (ASTHO) estimates that in federal Fiscal Year 2013, sequestration would result in a loss of $16.7
million in federal public health funding to the state.

MN Board of Pharmacy i Enhancements to the MN Prescription Monitoring Program

The purpose of the Prescription Monitoring Program (PMP) is to promote public health, safety and welfare by detecting the diversion, abuse, and misuse of
prescription medications classified as controlled substances under Minnesota statutes and rules. The PMP collects information concerning almost all controlled
substance prescriptions dispensed for people residing in Minnesota. Prescribers, pharmacists and certain Medicaid program staff can access this data through a
secure online system. The PMP is a tool that these authorized userscane mpl oy i n order to -dledegrgitn @ ols sl ablaieiogid.oc t (0ir .
prescriptions from multiple prescribers and having them filled by multiple pharmacies). The Board encourages prescribers and pharmacists who do identify
individuals whoappear t o be engagladppinndgida otcd oref er tihedher ciemical depemenoyfreaimartt @ pam amnanagement. Law
enforcement officials can obtain data from the system as well, but only after obtaining a court-issued search warrant and serving it on the Board.

The maintenance of effort levels for the Enhancements to the MN Prescription Monitoring grant program are supported only by federal funds. No state
appropriations are used to support this grant.

Currently the board is unaware of any changes to funding levels for this grant. This grant is a two year grant. In the future, the board would need to reapply for
future funding. If the board is not awarded future funds enhancements for the program would be affected.

Currently the board does not receive state funding to enhance the Prescription Monitoring Program.

The potential impact of sequestration would be to reduce program enhancements. The Board does not yet have enough data to demonstrate the impact that the

Narrative:

Federal funds received by the Department of Corrections (DOC) represent a very small portion of the agency budget (less than 1%), but it allows the agency to
focus on areas of interest that would not normally fit within the constraints of a very tight budget. Some examples include screening for offenders with traumatic
brain injuries, working to reduce recidivism for release violators and collaborating with other agencies and counties to address mental health and chemical
dependency issues. Approximately 25% of federal grants received by the DOC require a match. In some instances a cash match is required, however the
majority is in-kind match provided by either DOC personnel, contractors or collaborating agencies. None of the grants require maintenance of effort.
Approximately 75% of the grants received by the DOC pass through other state agencies including the Departments of Education, Public Safety and Human
Services. The balance of the grant awards are received directly from federal agencies. Revenue estimates are based on budgets associated with specific
competitive grant awards and anticipated revenue for ongoing grants, such as those received through the Department of Education. If reductions in federal
funding were to occur, the DOC would be limited in its ability to pursue evidence based practices in collaboration with other agencies and stakeholders. There
would also be a negative impact on the resources available to deal with offenders with various aforementioned complex issues. The potential impact of
sequestration could be significant, as projections from the National Criminal Justice Association indicate that, under current law, it would cut 8.2% from nearly
every federal program beginning January 2, 2013 with similar cuts every year through 2021.

The Minnesota State Arts Board receives federal support in the form of an annual State Partnership grant from the National Endowment for the Arts (NEA). NEA
dollars are restricted to the following four purposes:

As long as Congress continues to fund the National Endowment for the Arts, support from the NEA to the Arts Board will be forthcoming each year. The NEA is
required to pass at least 40 percent of its annual support from Congress on to states in the form of State Partnership (block) grants. The block grants are
determined by a formula, predominantly based on population.

The Minnesota Indian Affairs Council (MIAC) receives federal funds for the Economic Opportunity Program from the Department of Human Services (DHS) Office
of Economic Opportunity (OEQO.) Yearly, DHS and MIAC enter into an interagency agreement for these federal funds to administer the program. In addition, MIAC
was awarded a grant from the US Department of Interior/National Park Service in 2009 to enable completion of NAGPRA summaries and inventories of objects
and human remains under its control.

Narrative:

The Department of Military Affairs has a Master Cooperative Agreement with the Federal Government through the National Guard Bureau that has a series of
funding appendices that provide federal funding for the operation, maintenance and repair of facilities used by the MN National Guard for training service
members. The recurring, general operational portion of this funding is about $37M per year. The one-time, construction funding varies from year to year but is

generally in the $40M to $80M range.

The state is required to hire employees to provide direct services such as base security, airfield firefighting, facilities operation, maintenance and repair, and
construction and design services. The state also needs a complement of employees to provide the indirect services such as accounting, budgeting, human
resources, planning, safety, and administrative services required to support those activities.

State matches are required in several areas. These vary from 50% to 75% or 80% depending on what type of activities and facilities are supported. The recurring
portion of these match requirements are approximately $1.2M per year. Army National Guard facility construction for facilities not on federally supported land
usually require a 25% state contribution. Facilities on supported land are usually 100% federally funded. These construction projects each require a separate

cooperative agreement.

Remodeling/renovation projects generally require a 50%-50% match. State funds for those projects are provided through capital bonding appropriations.



Estimates are based on the best federal funding information currently available at the time this document is prepared. Most federal awards that impact state FY
2013-2015 are not yet confirmed. Therefore, we use historical trend information from recent years for ongoing programs along with funding estimates from federal
program managers. We anticipate a slowdown in the rate of growth in federal funding over the next several years.

Narrative:

Federal funds play a significant role in both the operational and construction budgets of the MDVA. Besides the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) per diem
paid to the Veterans Homes to help cover the cost of care of Veteran residents (revenue in Departmental Earnings report), MDVA also receives federal funding to
reimburse Veteran burials at the State Veterans Cemetery and to manage the ongoing operational needs of the State Approving Agency. Additionally, MDVA
received VA construction grants to expand or replace buildings at the Veterans Homes, to expand the Little Falls Cemetery, and to develop a new cemetery in
Southeastern Minnesota. The federal funds estimates indicated above are based on past fiscal years' receipts and federal grant awards.

The VA's construction grant program for State Veterans Homes requires a 35 percent state match for funding. VA construction grants come with a maintenance of
effort requirement of continuing to operate the facilities as State Veterans Homes. There is a recapture provision in federal regulations, which entitles the United
States to recover 65 percent of the current value of the facility.

The MDVA does not anticipate any changes to the federal operational funding that it receives from the VA, primarily because the federal Office of Management
and Budget (OMB) determined the federal VA to be exempt from the sequestration provisions of the Budget Control Act. However, the MDVA has learned from the
VA that its construction budget has been reduced by two-thirds for FFY 2013. Therefore, the availability of federal funds for State Veterans Homes construction
grants has been greatly diminished, and it is expected that this will be true in the next biennium as well.

Maintenance Level of Effort:
The regular formula federal funds are typically split 80% federal 20% state. One of the federal fund appropriations relates to the restoration of historical sites along
the Minnesota section of the Great River Road. These sites require ongoing site maintenance comparable to that typically afforded MnDOT Class IV rest areas.

Related State Spending:

Federal funds are matched by varying state funds depending on the program. For example, the major FHWA program is matched by a combination of trunk
highway fund, municipal and county state aid funds, and local government funds depending on the project. The major Federal Aviation Administration program is
matched by local government funds. General funds, revenues from the motor vehicle sales tax and local government funds match the federal funding from the
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) programs.

Basis for Estimates:
Estimates are based on the best funding information currently available to MNDOT program managers. Overall, federal funds anticipated during the FY2014-15
biennium will be a reduction from the 2012-13 biennium due to American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) projects nearing completion.

Potential Impact of Sequestration:
The Gramm-Rudman-Hollings (GRH) sequester process is written in Part C of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 and sequestration
provides for automatic, across-the board budget cuts in many programs beginning in 2013 and continuing until 2021.

The Budget Control Act of 2011 imposed caps on discretionary spending that will reduce their funding by $1 trillion from 2012 to 2021. This act also established

the Joint Select Committee on Deficit Re dionadduciagdeficits byanothed $12 érilion Gverhmsame pereod, andt o  p
established a backup fisequestrationo procedure to ens umiheSuper Combnittee2ailetd to paksl i o n
legislation reducing the deficit. The Super Committee failed to enact a bill, so sequestration is scheduled to take effect in March 2013 (unless superseding

legislation is passed) and would cover the period of time from 2013 to 2021.

Transportation Impact:
Contract authority programs that receive obligation limitation, like the highway and transit formula programs supported by the Highway Trust Fund, are exempt
from sequestration. Beyond the Highway Trust Fund programs and Social Security, however, almost everything else is subject to sequestration in March 2013.

Specifically for highway and transit programs, this translates to the following (national) spending cuts due to sequester:
1 Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) program: 8.2% or $41M out of $500M
1 FHWA Emergency Relief Program: 8.2% or $136M out of $1.662B
1 First federal General Fund transfer to the Highway Account of the Highway Trust Fund occurred in October 2012 as contained in Moving Ahead for
Progress in the 21%
Century (MAP-21): 7.6% or $471M out of $6.2B
FHWA Budget Authority Exempt from Obligation Limitation (traditionally a portion of Equity Bonus): 7.6% or $56M out of $739M
FTA administrative expenses: 8.2% or $8M out of $99M
FTA Capital Investment Grants: 8.2% or $156M out of $1.906B
FTA research: 8.2% or $4M out of $44M
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
